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Habitat for Humanity of Metro Louisville to receive funding for 
Homes of Hope from Kentucky Housing Corporation 
Louisville, KY—May 12, 2011: Habitat for Humanity of Metro Louisville (HFHML) is an ecumenical Christian housing ministry that began in 1985.  It seeks to eliminate poverty housing by building modest, safe and affordable houses for low-income families.  Homes are sold with a 20-year, zero interest mortgage provided by HFHML.
 
Through a competitive funding opportunity Habitat for Humanity of Metro Louisville was selected as one of 16 organizations in the commonwealth to receive KHC funding. HFHML is set to accept $183,000 to fund affordable home ownership development through the Affordable Housing Trust Fund (AHTF). 
 
Granted by KHC, AHTF was established in 1992 by the Kentucky Legislature to address the critical need for housing to low-income, mentally disabled, and physically disabled Kentuckians. The fund supports developments that assist persons at or below 60 percent of the area median income, with a preference to help persons at or below 30 percent of the area median income.          
 
“We are proud that KHC has decided to continue to support the work of Habitat. With their continued investment we are able to fulfill our mission of building simple, descent, affordable homes where families can thrive.” states Rob Locke, executive director of Habitat for Humanity of Metro Louisville.
 
Kentucky Housing Corporation (KHC), created in 1972 by the General Assembly, is a self-supporting, public corporation in the Commonwealth of Kentucky. KHC has made home ownership possible for more than 82,000 Kentucky families through partnerships across the commonwealth.
